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Getting to know your environment

Research the following questions to learn some interesting facts relating to your local environment.  Most of the information can be found on the web, though some questions may be answered more quickly with a phone call.

1. Name 3 foods commonly grown in North Florida and note their growing seasons.

2. Name 3 common native trees, and list their scientific names.

3. Name a common game fish in the area. What regulations are there for fishing this species?
4. Look around as you travel the area; briefly note the types of habitat you see (to the best of your ability).

5. Name 3 animals (including scientific names) that you might expect to see (or have seen) in your neighborhood.

6. Name an endangered animal that lives in North Florida (including scientific name). What habitat type do they use most?

7. What is the largest river in the area? Where is its source (beginning) and where is its mouth (end)?

8. What is the original source of your drinking water?

9. Where is your garbage taken for disposal?

10. Does your house have a recycling pickup? What day does the recycling truck come and what materials can you leave for recycling (be specific)? If you don’t have recycling, try to find out why not.
11. Name 3 places you like to go to experience nature.
12. What fuel sources does your local power company use to create electricity? What are the approximate percentages of each source used?
